Rules

· Please have your dog on an approximately 6ft standard leash (no flexi’s).

· Please have your dog wearing appropriate equipment (flat collar, martingale collar, front-hook or no-pull harness, head collar, or rear attaching harness).

· Please keep a minimum of 3 ft between your dog and the other dogs (no on-leash greetings), unless doing a training activity.

· Please make sure your pup has relieved him/herself outside prior to class and be sure to clean up after your dog!  IF your dog has an accident inside, please clean it up with provided cleaning solutions.

· Please be on time!  If you are going t0 miss a class or be late, please let me know.
· Please be kind to your dog, learning should be fun and shouldn’t hurt!

What to bring

· Bring your dog with a flat collar, or martingale collar, or front hook harness (like the Sense-ation or Freedom), or back hook harness, or head collar (gentle leader).

· Bring plenty of soft and chewy treats cut up very small (pea sized or smaller)—Red Barn food rolls, natural balance food roll, string cheese, hot dogs, chicken pieces, cheerios, liver treats, or commercial treats like zukes, biljac, or well bites.  You want to bring your dog’s favorite treats.

· Bring a stuffed Kong if you have a dog who may bark or get antsy while not actively being worked so they have something to do.

· Bring a mat (old bathmat or rug), or bed, or old blanket as a place for your dog to settle and relax on while others may be working (we’ll teach settle on a mat).  

· Bring a treat pouch, treat bag, or bait bag to hold your treats, clicker, etc.
Tips

· Don’t feed your dog a meal right before class, if they are full, they won’t want to work

· Aim for at least 15 minutes of training every day, but keep things short!  Do training during commercial breaks on TV!  Short sessions build more desire to work!

· Keep things positive and set your dog up for success!
